From the Pastor 

HOLY ANOINTING OF THE SICK 
All the sacraments have their basis in the Bible, in something that Jesus said or did. The Sacrament of Anointing is no exception. 
When Jesus healed the sick, he used many visible signs to do so. One of these was the laying on of hands, as we read in Mark 
8:25, when he gave sight to the blind man: ñJesus laid his hands upon his eyes; he looked intently and was restored and saw  
everything clearly.ò This is a powerful sign of Godôs action (it is also part of the Sacrament of Holy Orders). It is always done in 
silence, on the crown of the head if possible; no audible prayers are offered, though the priest is certainly praying silently,  
uniting himself with ñthe prayer of the Church.ò The sign is clear: thought the priest is silent, the whole church is praying in him. 
His very silence makes us realize that the power of God, which needs no words to be effective, is quietly but mightily at work. It 
is also beautiful to consider that human touch, which is such an important sign of consolation and love, is part of this sacrament. 
The Church uses every possible means at her disposal to console and strengthen us in our sickness, even so common a one as 
one human being touching another. The sacraments use every means, visible and audible and tangible, to confer grace. The 
Anointing of the Sick is no exception. With oil blessed by the bishop, the priest now anoints the sick person. First, he does so on 
the forehead, saying, ñThrough this holy anointing, may the Lord in his love and mercy help you with the grace of the Holy  
Spirit.ò Then he anoints the hands, saying, ñMay the lord who frees you from sin save you and raise you up.ò The two prayers 
that accompany the anointing tell us in a few words what this sacrament effects in the sick: Love, mercy, the grace of the Holy 
Spirit, freedom from sin, and rising up from the bed of sickness. Depending upon the culture and traditions of the place, as well 
as the condition of the sick person, the priest may also anoint additional parts of the body, for example, if appropriate, the area of 
pain or injury. If he does so, he does not repeat the formulas of anointing, What a beautiful sacrament: do we fully realize how 
great a gift this is? 
 
Saint of the Week  3 November  Saint Hubert 
Hubert served in the court of the Frankish King, Pepin Herstal, in the late seventh century. He had a reputation for extreme 
worldliness, and for enjoying the wildest entertainments. It is told that one Good Friday, while everyone else was at church com-
memorating the Passion of the Lord, Hubert mounted his horse and went out to hunt. Catching sight of a great white stag in the 
forest, he gave chase. In the middle of a clearing, the stag stopped and turned towards him. Hubert was astounded to see a cruci-
fix gleaming between its antlers. Jesus spoke to him from the Cross: ñUnless you turn to the Lord, Hubert, you will fall into 
Hell.ò Hubert got off his horse and knelt: ñWhat shall I do, Lord?ò he asked. ñSeek out Bishop Lambert,ò came the answer. Hu-
bert left the court and became a priest under him and, when Lambert was martyred, was elected his successor. For twenty fruitful 
years, Hubert ruled his diocese, taking pains to reach all his people, especially pagans, with the Gospel message. He is said to 
have worked many miracles before dying a holy death on 30 May 727.
